Connect the PCIFW1U and a DVCAM using a 1394 cable attached to the DVCAM as shown
below. And you must turn the DVCAM power switch on.

As this captured DV file has a different file format from AVI file
of Windows3.1/95, you need special Video Editing Software to open and edit it.

1.)You have to use Video Editing Software which can handle MS DV-AVI2 format.
2.)You have to use CompressAVI application and convert MS DV-AVI2 format to other formats
